THE USE OF ALCOHOL IS STRICLTLY PROHIBITED
ON THE ORANGEVILLE AGRICULTURAL SOCIETY
GROUNDS DURIING THE ORANGEVILLE FALL FAIR.

1. Participation is limited to a first come first basis.
Child must be accompanied by an adult , or
guardian, at the time of registration and partici-
pation. Registration for the tractor pull will be
one hour before pull time.

2. The contestant must be able to pedal the tractor
without assistance.

3. Pedal tractors will be furnished for all participants.
4. All contestants must wear shoes.

5. All contestants will be given three (3) chances to get
the sled moving from the starting line.

6. The pulling tractor must stay between the lines of
the pulling lane at all times.

7. If the tractor leaves the pulling lane, the distance will
be measured from the starting line to the point
where the tractor crossed the boundary.

8. In case of a tie there will be a pull-off to determine
the winner.

9. Both boys and girls are eligible to enter, age limit
twelve (12) years and not exceeding 110 pounds.

10.There will be 6 Sections of contestants. They are:
Section 1 - 30-40 pounds

Section 2 - 41-50 pounds
Section 3 - 51-60 pounds
Section 4 - 75 pounds
Section5 - 76-90 pounds
Section 6 - 91-110 pounds

The following rules and regulations apply to all Classes
and other competitive Events. Additional rules applica-
ble to specific Classes or Sections are noted in Rules
for each Class or Event.

VIOLATION OF RULES

1. Any Exhibitor who violates any of the following rules or
any Class rules in the Prize Book shall be liable, upon
the decision of the Board of Directors, to the forfeiture
of any and all prizes, prize money and awards which
may have been awarded to the exhibitor as well as any
entry fees that may have been paid, whether for any
entry shown before or after such violation and such
exhibitor may be barred from showing at the Orange-
ville Fair for such period as the Board may determine.

EXHIBITOR® FEES

1. Each exhibitor mu st pay an
except where noted otherwise . The exhibit
entitles each exhibitor to make as many entries as he
or she may desire, subject to limits stipulated for a
Class or Section.

2. Members of the Society who have paid their annual
membership fee by January 31 of the current year are
entitled to exhibit at the Fair without payment of the
exhibitor fee. No member of the Society is permitted
to wear or display any official badge while exhibiting
any animal or article.

The Judgedés decision willl b MAKING ENTRIES (FOR ALL CLASSES)

1. All entries must be made on the official entry forms of
the Society and completed in accordance with the in-
structions, providing all information and attachments
requested. Forms are available from the Society office
or may be downl oaded from th
Entries will be accepted only for Classes and Sections
appearing in the Prize Book. Exhibitor numbers and
entry tags will be issued when registering. No prizes
will be paid unless official registration has been com-
pleted.
